SCHOOL BOARD MEETING HIGHLIGHTS
Monday, January 20, 2020

The Colo-NESCO School Board met in regular session on Monday, January 20%. During the meeting the Board
reviewed the first reading of Board Regulation 505.4R1 dealing with Accountability Test Integrity/Test
Preparation, and that the FCCLA Club (Family, Career and Community Leaders of America) will be requesting
permission to attend the National Leadership Conference in Washington DC on July 5th through July 9t at a future
board meeting.

Bill Lytle, Buildings and Grounds Director, and Travis Owens, Athletic Director, brought before the Board for
discussion and approval a proposal to replace the railroad ties at the baseball field in Zearing with concrete forms.
The Board approved, awarding the project to Caruth Construction for $23,265.00.

Other action items approved by the Board were:

a) Approval of the application for Modified Allowable Growth for $88,230.00 for implementing the District’s
At Risk Plan. The Board also approved the District’s plan .

b} Approved an agreement with Shinn Office Support LLC. to support the business office in covering the
duties of Kim Halferty, who had resigned. Kim was shared between Collins-Maxwell and Colo-NESCO.
The employment of Shinn Office Support LLC. would be until Collins-Maxwell found a replacement.

¢} Approval of the Disposal of Equipment and Furniture. The District is locking at disposing of excess
equipment/furniture as well as materials in the three story buildings. The District would be using
GovDeals Inc. to assist with the auction of these items. The plans would be to hold the auction in the late
spring.

d) Approval of accepting a foreign exchange student through CIEE (Council on International Educational
Exchange) for the remainder of the school year at Colo-NESCO. CIEE was looking for the placement of two
students from Brazil at Colo-NESCO if host families can be found. Currently one of the students has been
placed.

Under superintendent comments, Mr. Walker mentioned that students have missed ten hours of class time
because of the weather because of no school/late starts or early outs. The District had scheduled 1114 hours for
this school year and that the state required 1080.

Another item that was brought forth was the District's Business Office arrangement since Collins-Maxwell and
Colo-NESCO would not be sharing those positions next year. Options considered by the Board were looking at
another District to share with, and or combining the HR/Payroll position with the Board Manager position. The
feeling of the Board members was to combine the position into one position.

It was also brought up that the School Board, needed to consider how they wished to align the superintendent’s
position in the future. The Board weighed in on a) sharing with another district, b) hiring a part-time
superintendent and or c) combining the superintendent position with a current administrative position. The
Board directed Mr. Walker to gather more information and bring it back to the Board at a future board meeting.

Board Member Brad Knowles thanked all those involved with the MDA Night that was held to support the
Muscular Dystrophy Foundation at the Collins-Maxwell -Colo-NESCO basketball game on Thursday, January 16t

The next school board meeting will be at 7:00 pm on Monday, February 17% in the McCallsburg School Cafeteria at
McCallsburg.
